“Public sector information online: democratic, social and economic potentials”


Notes for Speakers

The moderator will assure that the workshop begins and ends on time. The moderator will also make sure that each speaker keeps to the agreed-upon time limit (each panellist will be allowed the same amount of time).

The rapporteur will present a summary and conclusions of the workshop session.

Starting out: To begin the session, the moderator introduces them self, briefly discusses the session topic and presents the panellists. 

0-20 minutes: The moderator invites each speaker to very briefly highlight one specific democratic, social or economic potential of PSI re-use most relevant in their view (2 minutes will be set aside for each speaker). 

20-30 minutes: Initial reactions from audience will be expected. The moderator will stimulate the attendees to become involved and bring the audience into the discussion.

30-60 minutes: PSI reuse and its democratic and social potential. Short statements from speakers (3 minutes will be set aside for each speaker) with focus on the following key issues:

· Transparency

· Participation

· Improved accountability

· Public trust

· Visibility of political and social issues 

· Openness

· Collaboration

· Accessibility

· Efficiency

· Access to knowledge and education

· Understanding of cultural heritage and citizen welfare

Following their statements, the moderator will debrief on the main conclusions and open the floor for dialogue and exchange of ideas.

60-90 minutes: PSI re-use and its economic potential value. Short statements from speakers (3 minutes will be set aside for each speaker) with focus on the following key issues:

· Measurement of PSI economic potential

· Indicators 

· Boost creativity and innovation through private sector and civil society initiatives.

· Foster digital content industry

· Job creation

· New business models 

· Innovative services 

· Economic growth

Following their statements, the moderator will debrief on the main conclusions and open the floor for dialogue and exchange of ideas.

90-120 minutes: Present and future challenges. Short statements from speakers (3 minutes will be set aside for each speaker) with focus on the following key issues:

· Specific policy implications and options related to PSI re-use:

· Management of publicly held intellectual property rights

· Costs – recovery through tariffs or not

· Public service mission: where to stop. 

· Conditions for re-use and licensing 

· Limitations due to public interests (national security, etc)

· Privacy protection

· Barriers to development of international markets

· Full engagement of the public sector
· Civil society initiatives

· Local and regional initiatives

· Connection to Open government initiatives: inter alia, catalogues of PSI 

Following their statements, the moderator will open the floor for dialogue and exchange of ideas.

The final minutes will be used for the panel of speakers to answer questions. The rapporteur will afterwards make a reflection on the main conclusions of the workshop in the format of bullet points as requested by the IGF Secretariat. 
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
